These words (spoken by Adolf Hitler) should motivate us as parents, 

teachers and administrators to teach our students to be deep thinkers, to 

have true discernment, and to possess a view of the world that is based on 

Biblical Truth.

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Mrs. Carver, Principal  
scarver@trinitywarriors.org 



APOLOGETICSñBELIEVE, CONFESS, DEFEND 
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 A Biblical Worldview of Ethics  
  
 One of the most controversial subjects in American culture today is in the area of morality, particular-

ly sexual morality. The common view in todayõs culture in the area of morality is moral relativism, the belief 

that there is no absolute moral code or standard, but instead, each person determines for themselves what is 

right or wrong, moral or immoral. Sometimes this view is expressed as cultural relativism, the belief that the 

culture as a whole will determine what should be moral or immoral. The Biblical Christian view of morality is 

moral absolutes, the belief that there is an absolute ethical standard that is based on Godõs character as re-

vealed in His Word, the Bible. Why is there a need for an absolute ethical standard and why should it be 

based on God and His Word? 

 

 First, God is transcendent; He is separate from, distinct, and above all that He has created  (Ps. 97:9). 

Second, God is immanent; He cares for, and is actively involved in, the world He created (John 3:16-18). 

Third, God is immutable; He does not change (Mal. 3:6). Fourth, God is holy; He is perfect in moral integrity 

(Isa. 6:3). These attributes of God provide a firm, fair, and unfailing standard for a system of ethics for all peo-

ple. 

 The ethical expectations that God has for all 

people, especially for Christians who identify with Him, 

come from His holy nature: òBe imitators of God as 

dearly loved childrenó (Eph.5:1); òBe holy, because I 

am holyó (1 Pet.1:15-16). It is undeniable that moral 

absolutes do exist; there is universal agreement on 

most major moral issues around this world - condem-

nation for murder, lying, stealing, unfaithfulness, cow-

ardice, etc. and commendation for love, kindness, hon-

esty, hard work, bravery, etc. This is only possible if 

there is a moral  lawgiver (God), who has imprinted 

His moral code on the hearts of people He created in His image. 

 

 In contrast, moral relativists have no explanation for the existence of morals and no method for deter-

mining a set standard for all of society. Moral relativism is a dangerous idea; fallen manõs idea of morality can 

lead to suffering and death for themselves and others. Relativism is an illogical, self-refuting idea. The most 

common relativist statement òwho are you to judge meó is a moral judgment - they are doing the very thing 

they claim should not be done. Relativism does not work in any part of reality, including morals. The claim 

that a person can do whatever they want as long as it doesnõt hurt anyone else is a false claim. All immoral 

actions hurt the one responsible and all people involved (1 Cor.6:18), and a culture involved in sexual immo-

rality brings devastating consequences on that nation (Rom.1:26-32).  

 

 Moral absolutes are part of Godõs revelation of Himself to those He created in His image. Without 

God, there is no foundation, no direction, and no reason for ethics to exist. So, what is right or wrong, moral 

or immoral?  Whatever agrees with the character and nature of God as revealed in His Word is right and 

moral and ethical and good - whatever does not, is not. This is the Biblical Christian view of ethics.
